Other aspects of the rules are
checked, such as the use of spot-
ting when claiming unassisted, the
improper use of databases, time
violations, multiop versus single op,
etc. Once all that investigating is
done, changes will be made in entry
categories for a few logs, or they
become check logs.

In this event, four logs were
changed to check logs, and two logs
had the entry category changed.
Three of the check logs were due to
the amount of power used.

Now you are aware, at least in
NAQP SSB, that entries are checked

for rules violations and adjusted if
needed. As for disqualifications, |
reserve that for the most blatant
violations. Generally, people are co-
operative, and in return their entry is
changed to a check log and it doesn’t
make the headlines.

North American Collegiate
Championship

This year six schools registered
and took part in the North American
Collegiate Championship (NACC).
That's double the number of schools
last year. Two additional schools
participated in the January NAQP

but did not register in time for this
NACC and do not qualify for awards,
but these schools have been included
in the results. We hope that next year
they will register in time to take full
advantage of the NACC.

Earning the 2023 North American
Collegiate Championship top award
was W40DU at Old Dominion Univer-
sity in Virginia. McKenzie, KO4GLN,
solo-piloted the station to a score of
93,265 points. McKenzie commented
that she enjoys the competitive nature
of HF contesting and hopes to oper-
ate at a “mega station” someday. She
is a freshman and a pre-med major so

Honorable mention went to Univer-
sity of Oregon’s N7DUX for their score
of 34,684 points. While they didn’t get
registered in time for the NACC, they
did turn in a good effort. We hope they
will be back next year.

Single Operator

On to the “Big Show.” In the most
popular category, W7RN, operated
by Rich, N6KT, finished in first place,
scoring 478,952 points. Finishing
second was V31XX, operated by Bill,
K4XS, with a score of 414,904 points.
Rounding out the top three spots was
Tom, 8P5A, with 401,506 points.

QRP

Taking the top spot in the QRP
category was Randy, NDOC, with
70,140 points. Randy has achieved
the top spot in the QRP category a
number of times. Finishing second
was Steve, K2YG, with 7,776 points,
followed by Duane, KB8NUF, in third
with 7,020 points.

Assisted Categories

Finishing first in the Single-Oper-
ator Assisted Category was Fred,
KP2RUM, with 322,110 points.
