In spite of punk con~ltions caused by a Saturday afternoon solar 
flare, e1e February Sprint still produced some amazing results. 
QSO totals weren't qre'l.t compared to past Sprints, but still, 
with 13() logs submitted, there was enough activity and enough 
multipliers to qive just about anybo,1y a shot at the top ten. In 
fact, stations from the first, third, fifth, sixth, seventh, 
eiqhth ano tenth call districts all made that exclusive list. Of 
the top ten, all are repeat performers except for N8II who made 
his TT de"but at the number 10 spot. Con<Jratulations, ,Teff. 

Randy, K5ZD, won his fourth Sprint with the only score to go over 
l ?.K. N6'I'P. and i'J6F.O ran neck and neck for secon<'l and third, 
respectively, separated by a difference of only 84 points. 

The team competitlon was keen. Seventeen teams pre-reqistered in 
February as contrasted with ten last September. N6TR' s Winning 
Alliance of Sprint People chalked up its fourth consecutive 
victory with 'H,949 points, just enough to eke past K8CC's Motley 
Crew #1 which scored an impressive 91,414, its best-ever showing. 
Similarly close races existed for third through fifth positions 
among Popguns #1, DVRC #1, and the TDXS with scores, respec­
tively, of 73,736, 73,397, and 73,192. A couple of more QSOs 
could have completely reshuffled the pack. Another close race 
further down in the standings was between NCCC #2 at 12,894 and 
NCCC #3 at 12,786. The presence of ~our ur.cc teams accounte<'! in 
large part for the hugh increase in the number of West Coast 
stations available. 

Five new area scoring records were established in February. WM4T 
in KY, W3~S/5 in OK an<'! K~SCM in NE each bettere<'! a record set 
last September, W7NI wiped 011t the OR record set back in 1980, 
and VE2DPO's entry, being the first ever from Ouebec, created the 
record for that province. In terms of oultipliers, K5RC's total 
of 46 represents the all-tirne record since we limited multipliers 
to areas within North America. Dave's total supercedes the 45 
founrl by WA3RSK back in 1979, ana was greatly assisted by such 
rare UA catches as '7P?.v'.DZ, VP2M,TL, 'l'I2KA and CO?,PY.
